GUIDELINE FOR PAPERS
Papers to be submitted, based on the subject of the Symposium, must be original and unpublished. The rules to be observed are as follows: 
· The entire paper, including texts, graphs, figures and references will have a maximum length of 20 pages, written by one side only. 
· The text will be submitted typed single-spaced format and A-4 size, and a single column, Arial font-type and 12 font-size (Word format). The margins will be as follows: 
First page: 

Margin top: 2 inch
Margin Left: 1 inch
Margin Right: 1 inch
Margin Bottom: 1.1 inch
Other pages: 
Margin top: 1.4 inch
Margin Left: 1 inch


Margin Right: 1 inch
Margin Bottom: 1.1 inch
· The title will be written in lower case letter. The following lines will include the author(s) name and surname (both in lower case letter), indicating the workplace, including full address and e-mail. Immediately after, keywords will be included; next, a summary of approximately 15 lines and, next, the text.
· The different sections of the text will be entitled in bold capital letters and enumeration will not be allowed. Sub-sections will be in bold lower case letter and other sections in bold and italics.
· Figures, graphs and photos, in black and white, with at least 300 dpi,   should be inserted observing the previous margins. Their position in the text should be clearly indicated.
· References included in the text will provide the surname (lower case letter) used by the authors in the appropriate paper, as well as quoting it in the bibliography at the end of the paper in the same way than in the text. When three or more authors appear, the expression “et al” (italics) will be used. Quotations from a study of two authors will include the conjunction “and” to relate both surnames. Names of journals should be included complete (abbreviations are not allowed).
