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* A certificate of professionalism is document that accredits a
worker in a professional qualification of the National
Catalog of Professional Qualifications.

* They are issued by the State Public Employment Service or,
as the case may be, by the Regional Governments, and are
valid throughout the national territory.

* Having a certificate of professionalism means increasing the
professional curriculum, because being an official document,
is valued in any selection process.



* To access the Certification of Professionalism training,
it is necessary to have a required degree or
accreditation.

* Two ways to obtain it:

- Through Free Trials or Examinations. On two
occasions each school year.

- Through a course that includes general content in:
I.  Commmunication in Spanish language .
II. Mathematics
lll. English language.
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The training in key competences aims to provide basic training
to acquire these, and to be able to overcome the tests.




* Training actions related to key competences will be given.
They will be quarterly, with the duration and weekly
schedule that is indicated in the following table :
